WHEREAS, Honorable R. J . Beasley, County Judge of Bee County, 
appearing on behalf of Bee County Road D i s t r i c t No. 1, represents to t h i s 
lommission t h a t on March 17, 1930, he appeared before a meeting o f the 
State Highway Commission requesting the designation as a State Highway 
;hat por t ion of the road l y i n g i n such Road D i s t r i c t that begins i n the 
Jity of Beev i l l e , Bee County, and extends southeastward t o the West county 
.ine of Refugio County; tha t as an inducement f o r such designation, he 
'urther stated, he at that, time represented such Road D i s t r i c t would vote 
.ts bonds to cover one-half of the cost of c obstruction thereof; he f u r the 
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represented that at suoh time i n response to such request, the Com­
mission declared that i f such bonds -were voted, i t was t h e i r in ten t ion 
t o designate such highway, and when funds were ava i lab le , par t ic ipate i n 
the cost of suoh construct ion; he fu r the r stated tha t r e l y i n g on tine pro-j 
raise o f the Commission, the Road D i s t r i c t voted such bonds on June 3, 
1930; tha t the Commission was duly advised of such fac t on June 5, 1930 
and tha t he again appeared before the Commission on June 24, 19 30, and 
several times thereaf ter p r i o r to September 17, 1932, urging suoh desig­
nation and was at such times again advised that i t was the in ten t ion of 
the Commission to designate such road as a part of the Highway System of 
Texas; and 

WHEREAS, a f t e r hearing evidence i n support of such representa­
t i o n s , the Commission f inds t ha t the Highway Commission as then cons t i ­
tuted did on or about March 17, 1930, and a t divers times thereaf te r , 
p r i o r to September 17, 1932, declare i t s in ten t ion to so designate such 
highway; and 

WHEREAS, i t f u r t h e r appears the formal ac t ion of the Highway 
Commission declaring i t s in ten t ion to designate such road at the time 
stated, through inadvertence, does not appear upon the o f f i c i a l records 
of the State Highway Commission; and 

WHEREAS, since such t ime, the r i gh t s of no other part ies have 
intervened; 

THEREFORE, to oorreot such error so tha t the records of th i s 
body may r e f l e c t a l l the t ru th of the matter involved; 

IT IS ORDERED that i t was the declared i n t e n t and purpose of 
the Commission on March 17, 1930, and other times p r i o r to September 17, 
1932, to designate as a par t of the State Highway System tha t s t re tch of 
road that begins i n the Ci ty o f Beevi l le , Bee County, and extends South­
east t o the West l ine of Refugio County, Texas, and comprised w i t h i n the 
l i m i t s of Bee County Road D i s t r i c t I o . I j and 

BE I T FURTHER ORDERED that such i n t e n t i o n o f designation of such 
road, and th is order declaring such i n t en t i on , be entered upon the minute^ 
of th i s Commission nine pro tunc as of March 17, 1930, and as so entered 
sha l l be as e f f e c t i v e as i f ac tua l ly entered on such minutes on the date 
l a s t mentioned above. 

WHEREAS, i n Bowie County,an appropriation of $12,000.00 was made 
to cover the co st of widening the roadway on a 4.88 miles section of 
Highway ^o. 5 f rom 3.4 miles west of New Boston west, and the County has 
secured most of the r igh t -of -way f o r t h i s w r k , but subsequent inves­
t i g a t i o n having shown that only by complete reconstruction i s i t feas ible 
to widen t h i s grade, and the asphalt surface on t h i s Federal Aid Project 
having gotten very rough, 

IT IS ORDERED by the Commission that t h i s fund be expended on t h i 
section of road i n leve l ing up and heavy patching on the surface, this 
procedure being agreeable t o the County Court who has already furnished 
a large part of the r ight-of-way f o r the proposed widening. This asphalt 
patching i s t o be done under the d i r e c t i o n of the State Highway Engineer 
with Maintenance' fo rces . 

In Brazoria County, on Highway No. 35, since the town of Danbury 
was located on the f ormer route of th is highway and si roe i t has been 
found desirable to r ebu i ld t h i s highway t o miss the town, the State 
Highway Engineer i s direoted t o prepare plans end request bids fo r con­
s t ruc t ion of grading, drainage structures and surfacing, extending from 
Dan bury to present locat ion o f Highway ^o. 35, a distance o f approximate!; 
1.5 miles . An appropriation of $24,000, or so much thereof as may be 
necessary, w i l l be made at such time as the contract cost becomes known. 

A.F.E. 38-57 
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I n Caldwell County, the Commissioners' Court several years ago 
having furnished r ight-of-way f o r the old San Antonio road from the 
Bastrop County l i n e t o a connection wi th Highway No. 29, but funds not 
having yet been available, t h i s road has not been constructed and taken 
over f o r maintenanoe. In accordance wi th the b i l l passed by the 41st 
Legislature , u n t i l such time as the road can be opened up on i t s new 
looa t ion , 

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED by the Commission that the county road 
serving as a detour f o r t h i s highway be maintained, and an appropriat ion 
of $1,425.00 i s hereby made t o cover the oost of maintenance f o r t h i s 
4.07 mile section f o r the balance of the f i s c a l year.

In Coryell and Hamilton Counties, i t i s ordered by the Com­
mission that an appropriat ion of $1,748.46 be made to cover the oost of 
improving a detour fo r the t r a f f i c on U. S. Highway No, 281 around the 
grade separation project near Evant f o r use during the time tha t F.A.P. 
715-B is t o be placed under construct ion. This w r k i s t o be done under 
the d i r eo t ion of the State Highway Engineer w i t h Maintenance Forces.

I n Dimmit County, an increased appropriation of $3,013.12 i s 
hereby made to cover ihe overrun i n the o r ig ina l appropriation made to 
cover the cost of placing an asphalt ic base preservative on t h a t section 
o f Highway No. 4 extending from the North c i t y Limi ts of Catarina to the 
Webb County l i n e . This increased appropriation i s necessary because the 
funds appropriated by Minute No. 14125 d i d not include ihe cost of the 
base preservative through the City of Catarina, but direoted tha t the 
work be done on th is seotion o f road.

WHEREAS, i n Harrison County, State Highway No. 43 i s maintained 
from Marshall to Karnack hut is not maintained beyond Karnack by way of 
the Caddo State Park; and 

WHEREAS, 3.2 miles of park road i s being maintained inside Caddo 
State Park, thus leaving a gap of .8 mile i n length from the end of the 
maintained section i n Karnack t o t he beginning of the maintained sec­
t i o n i n the park, thereby creat ing an unsat is factory short gap i n the 
Highway System, 

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED that t h i s .8 mile section of road be 
taken over for maintenance, provided Harrison County agrees to f u r n i s h 
any and a l l necessary r igh t -o f -way on locat ion approved by the State 
Highway Engineer at such time as i s desirable to reconstruct t h i s sec­
t i o n o f road.
