Minutes of the Two Hundred Fifty-seventh special meeting of the
State Highway Commission, held in the State Highway Building, with the
following Menmbers being present:

Moved by Judge Bobbitt, seconded by Mr. Hines, that a special
meeting of the State Highway Commission was opened at 9:30 A. M. Septem-
ber 7, 1938,

In Hays County, referemce is made to Minute No. 9056% dated
February 13, 1934 and %o Minute No. 9507 dated May 28, 1934, having to dq
with construction of highways in and around Sen Marcos and setting out a
signed agreement between the City of San Marcos, Hays County,.and the
State Highway Commission, whereby, in consideration of certain acts of
each party, a certain procedure was outlined whereby construction of high
ways in Hays County might continue. Reference is made to a letter, ad-
dressed to Gibb Gilchrist, State Highway Engineer, under date of August
18, 1937, and signed by Chas. R. Ramsay, Mayor of the City of San Marcos,
and W, M. Burnett, County Judge of Hays County, whlch is as follows:

"San Marcos, Texas
August 18, 1937

State Highway Englneer.
Austin, Texas .

Dear Mr., Gilchrist:

"By direction of the City Commission of the City of San Marcos
end the Commissioners! Court of Hays County, we, as Mayor and County
Judge, respectively, request consideration of the following suggestion
with respect to state highway matters in this county:.

"The City Commission and the Commissioners' Court desire to have
the San Antonio-Bastrop Road built along the county line ‘location, so
as to intersect the relocation of State Highway No. 80 at & point south
and east of the Blanco River near Sen Marcos, with those two highways to
follow the new tentative location by your Department, so as to intersect
the proposed location of State Highway No. 2 about helf a mile east of
the ‘San Marcos River, and then in a southwesterly directlon, intersect-
ing State Highway 123 at a point where the new State Highway No. 2 goes
south and west from Highway 123,

"This would bring about the construction of the San Antonio~Bas-
trop Road from the new location of State Highway No. 2 at a point east OT
the San Marcos River, a distance of about fowr miles to the Hays County
line and to a graveled road from San Marcos Lo Uhland, and that portion
of No. 2 from No. 123 in an easterly direction to a point about a mile
east of the San Marcos River, and would leave uncomstructed about a mile
of State Highway No. 2 east of the intersection of Highway No. 80 and the
San Antonio=Bastrop Road. The City or County is to secure right-of-way
on this section.

"The City would furnish the State title to that part of the
right-of -way west of the San Marcos River to which the City now holds
title, conditiored on terms of original contract between City, County
and State Highway Department reference to building No. 2 be observed.,

"This would leave unconstructed, and subjeoct to the terms of the
contract between the City, the County end the Highway Department, about
one mile of Highway No. 2 from the point where that highway deviates

from the designated line to form the loop through San Marcos, westwardly#

to the point where the new location of Highway No. 80 and the San Antoni
Bastrop Road would intersect the approved location of Highway No. 2.
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"The contract between the City, the County and the Highway Com-
mission would be amended or supplemented only to the extent evidenced by
this letter.

"If the Highway Department is agreeable to the proposition sug-
gested hereby, the City may extend its corporate limits so as to include
a part of the present location of State Highway No. 2 which would not be
under construction and which lies sast of the San Marcos River., Should
this be done, the right-of-way required for Highway No. 2 will be dedi=
cated to public use - subjeot to terms of original contract whieh 1s now
in effect.

"In the event the terms of this letter are acceptable to and are
accepted by the State Highway Commission, the existing contract between
the State Highway Commission, the City and the County should be deemed
“to be modified to the extent shown hereby. '

"Ihis letter has been approved by both the City Commission and
the Commissioners! Court{ and is sent at their instence.

"Please advise us as soon as you conveniently can whether the
matters presented hereby are accepted by the State Highway Commission.

State Highway Engineer is directed to proceed with the preparation of

mile east of the Blanco River, and then extend generally along the Hays-

for construction along Highway No. 21, OSR, from its intersection with
Highway Yo, 80 to a point where the location intersects the oid San Mare-
cos~Uhland gravel road, which will be considered as the first unlt of
construction on the Old San Antonio Road. The City and County are to
secure right-of-way on the approved line of State Highway No. 2, US 81,
from the intersection of State Highways No. 80 and No. 2, US 8l, north-
easterly along the approved location to a point where construction has
been done md where the north loop turns into the City of San Marcos, a

agrees that for the purpose of the original contract of this supplement,
that this section of the approved location shall be considered as being
that part of Highwey No, 2, US 81, that will be subject to the terms of
such contract as regards opening and constructlng for traffic. TFurther,
with the carrying out of this order, with the cooperatlon of the City -
and County, it is understood that that portion of the agreement of 1934
which requires the O0ld San Antonio Road to intersect Highway No. 2, US
81, north of the Blanco River, is set aside.

The total estimated cost of the improvement contemplated under
this order is $189,000, which includes, grading, dreinage structures and
select material. This work is to be financed from State and/br Federal
funds as may be aveilable for such work. Upon adoption of this order by
all concerned and at such time as the necessary right-of~way is secured

by the City and County with title vested in the State of Texas, the
