2, That the lessee leases the said boats, the "Galveston" and
"Jefferson" with the express understanding that the lessee will maintain
sald boats in good operating ocondition, and, the lessor agrees to furnish
to lessee such number of suitable vessels as may be, in the Jjudgment of
lessee, necessary to maintain satisfactory operation of such ferry ser-
vice.

As a further consideration of this lease, the lessee agrees to
abide by the terms upon which the War Department under date of November
29, 1929 permitted Galveston County to-construct, operate and maintain
this ferry. Lessee agrees further to establish and maintain the ferry
service on the following ¢lassification and tolls:

60,
which is the lowest and best bid.

In Galveston County, on bids received December 1, 1938, contract
for construction of grading and drainage structures from 1500 ft. N. of
G. C. & S, F. Overpass to intersection with U. S. 75 and State Highway
38, a distance of 1.508 miles, on Highway 75, and to be known as Btate
Project Control No. 51, Section 4 Job 13, was awarded to Chadwick and
